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ANNUAL MEETING NOTES

Our annual meeting was held on Wednesday, August 12. All officers were re
elected to their positions.

In the past year we raised approximately $21,500 through fundraisers, dues, dona-
tions and rent on the rectory. This also includes $1,572 donated in memory of de-
ceased members. We spent nearly $21,000 for operating expenses and repairs.
This includes fundraising expenses and membership benefits like the 100 Year Cele
bration dinner. Memorial donations allowed us to purchase a sign for displaying
opening hours by the road and two swing displays which help us protect fragile
documents inside the museum.

We currently have 128 members in our society. (That includes 120 membership re-
newals and 8 new memberships in the August 08 to July 09 time period.) Our mem-
bership has held steady in this range for a few years.

We discussed ongoing projects focusing mainly on the Lost Lake School restoration.
We also talked about upcoming events; the Chili Supper on November 14 and the
possibility of an oldashioned box supper or ice cream social to coincide with the
grand opening of the onmom school exhibit in the late Spring or early Summer.
